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Parking around Deanmore  
Tips for before and after school                                

Parking spaces around the school 

are often at a premium, especially 

after school.  Parking on the corner 

verges and double-parking puts our 

kids at risk as they cannot see, or be 

seen by, other drivers.  Donôt let 

your parking place children in dan-

ger.  Here are a few things we can 

all do to ease traffic congestion and 

parking problems and, most impor-

tantly, help keep all our kids safe: 

 

¶ Walk or cycle with your children 

to and from school whenever 

possible; 

¶ Park just a little further away 

from the school and walk in to 

meet your children on the school 

side of the road.  There is park-

ing up Blair St, McLintock Way, 

Gamble Way or even on the 

verge on Newborough St (a re-

laxing, car-free stroll across the 

oval); 

¶ Carpool or ówalkpoolô with 

other families; 

¶ Talk  to your kids about the fact 

that parking is often difficult after 

school.  Arrange a suitable, safe 

meeting point where they can 

wait for you if you are delayed.  

With younger children discuss 

the importance of them waiting 

for you on the school-side of the 

road and waiting for you to cross 

the road with them.  

¶ Alter  your drop off and pick up 

times to avoid the rush.  For ex-

ample, parents of older children 

could arrange to meet them 5 to 

10 minutes later than school fin-

ish time to avoid congestion; 

¶ Travel in an anticlockwise direc-

tion around the school when 

driving to drop off or pick up 

children (ie keep the school on 

your left). This can minimise the 

need for óUô turns in areas where 

kids are crossing; 

¶ Be patient and avoid double 

parking, or parking on the cor-

ner verges. Parking in this way 

obstructs our vision of kids and 

their vision of cars when crossing 

the road.   

 Lets all work together to keep our 

kids safe.

Praise and encouragement 
By Raising Children Network  

 

Praise is something we all love to receive. We feel good when someone says nice things 
about something weôve said or done. Children love praise even more than adults do. As 
they are in the process of building self-esteem and confidence, feeling good about them-
selves is extremely important. 

The reality is that it is much easier 

to criticise than it is to compliment. 

Bad behaviour is more obvious than 

good behaviour ï youôre much 

more likely to notice your child is 

filling your shoes with shampoo 

than you are to notice heôs playing 

quietly with his blocks.  

Seeking ways to compliment and 

encourage children goes a long way 

towards making them feel good. 

Using descriptive praise, where you 

tell the child exactly what it is that 

you like, works best of all. On top 

of that, praising a child when heôs 

behaving well is likely to make him 

want to keep behaving well.  

Tips to help your child feel good 

 

¶ When you feel good about 

your child, tell him. See if you 

can give your child some words 

of encouragement every day. 

¶ Describe what it is that you 

like. We call this ódescriptive 

praiseô. When you provide a de-

scription of what you are happy 

about, your child knows exactly 

what you mean. For instance, 

óGee, I like the way youôve ti-

died your room; youôve found a 

spot for everything!ô or óI love 

the picture you drew. You really 

know how to put colours to-

getherô. And describing what 

you like is much more genuine 

and convincing to a child than 

vague praise such as óYou're a 

good boyô. 

¶ Encourage good behaviour 

with praise, rather than point-

ing out the bad. This means 

trying to do more praising than 

criticising. 

¶ It takes a lot of praise to out-

weigh one criticism. Research-

ers suggest trying to praise your 

child six times for every one 

time you criticise them.  

¶ Look for little changes and 

successes. If you wait until your 

child has done something per-

fectly to give a compliment, you 

might find yourself waiting for-

ever. 

¶ Accept that everyone is differ-

ent and love that difference. 

Encourage each child to develop 

and feel excited about their par-

ticular interests. Let them feel a 

sense of pride about being differ-

ent.
