Please donôt park on the corner verges 
around the school.

Tell your kids that parking is often diffi-

cult after school.

Makes 6-8 ice blocks 
 
1 punnet strawberries, washed with stems re-
moved 
1 cup (250 ml) apple juice 
250 gm fresh pineapple, chopped 
1 cup (250 ml) strawberry yoghurt 
1 cup multicoloured mini marshmallows 

1. Using a blender or food processor, blend the 
strawberries with half the apple juice. Strain into a 
bowl and throw away the seeds. Rinse the blender and repeat with the 
pineapple and remaining apple juice.  
2. In a separate bowl, mix together the yoghurt and marshmallows. Re-
frigerate until needed.  
3. Pour the strawberry puree into the base of 6-8 ice block moulds and 
freeze for 1 hour. Add the pineapple puree and freeze for 1 hour. Gently 
push ice block sticks into the pineapple layer and fill with remaining yo-
ghurt layer.
